Storm Lake CVB Receives $7,600 Grant for
Out-of-State marketing

The lowa Tourism Office announced 16 awards
totaling nearly $120,000 from the Regiona Tourism
Marketing Grant Program. The program is designed
to assist communities in placing advertising in
out-of-state markets. Grants were awarded to the
Bellevue Chamber of Commerce, Burlington CVB,
Clayton County Economic Development Group;
Clinton CVB; Council Bluffs CVB; Greater Des
Moines CVB; Dubugue CVB; Dubuque County
Historical Society; Glenn Miller Birthplace; Honey
Creek Resort State Park; Keokuk Area CVB; Loess
Hills Scenic Byway; Mason City CVB/Clear Lake
Chamber of Commerce; Quad Cities CVB,; River
Cruises/Riverboat Twilight; and Storm Lake CVB.

The grant program is a partnership among the lowa
Tourism Office and the three state tourism regions.
Funding for the grant program comes from a
percentage of state gaming revenue. lowa Tourism
is a $6.3 hillion industry, employing nearly 65,000
people statewide and generating nearly $308 million
in state taxes.

We will be using our grant money for print advertis-
ing in Minnesota, Nebraska and South Dakota
between July 1, 2009 and June 30, 2010. Thanks to
Ed O’ Toole for his fabulous grant-writing skills!

After several press releases notifying the public and
extending the refund deadline, the Chamber’s Board
of Directors passed the following policy: The Storm
Lake Chamber of Commerce will not refund Certi-
fiChecks after June 30, 2009. After the June 30th
deadline, the Chamber will notify the CertifiChecks
holders on how they will be reimbursed.

The Chamber will attempt to recover funds from unre-
deemed CertifiChecks by filing a claim with the Bank-
ruptcy Trustee.

The Chamber would like to thank the community for
their patience and understanding of the matter. We
encourage you to continue to buy locally and support
your community’ s businesses and services.
